3. CGPA:

The up-to-date overall performance is reported by the Cumulative Grade Point Average (CGPA), which
is a weighted average calculated as below:

CGPA = (u g  + u g  + u g  + ..........) / (u  + u  + u  + ..........)

where u , u , u ,... denote units associated with the courses taken by student and g , g , g ,...
denote grade points of the letter grades awarded in the respective courses. Whenever a student
repeats a course and gets a new letter grade the new grade replaces the earlier grade in the
calculation of the CGPA.
